The Worcester County Health Department has scheduled a H1N1 Flu 

vaccination clinic for the public on Friday, December 11th at the Pocomoke Health Department. This 

will be the first public H1N1 Flu clinic to be held in the Pocomoke area.  Anyone interested in receiving 

the H1N1 Flu vaccine and fits into the target group is encouraged to call for an appointment or to come 

on that day.

According to Debbie Goeller, Health Officer, “We encourage people to take advantage of this 

opportunity to receive this protective vaccine.”  

 

The target groups that the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) have identified as most at risk for 

complications from the H1N1 flu are:  All people age 6 months to 24 years, pregnant women, 

caregivers of children less than 6 months of age, healthcare workers, emergency medical service 

providers, and adults age 25 to 64 years with medical conditions.
